OWYER, ELLSWORTH AT ARLINGTON
FOR KENNEDY MEMORIAL SERVICE

Bob Dwyer and Bob Ellsworth were in Arlington
National Cemetery om Nov, 22, the first amniversary
of President Kemnedy's assassination, to cover the
participation of Comnecticut residents in a memorial
service,

Dwyer and Ellsworth went to Washington to cover
the presentation of a cross made of pine cones by
Mr. and Mrs. Jobm Mozzicato of Thompsonville, Thay
were accompanied by two members of the Putnam Phalanx
and a representative of the Knights of Columbus from
Hartford,

Ellsworth became interested in Mozzlcato's pro-
Ject after he learned that the Thompsonville man had
made & special trip to Arlington to see if he could
present the urusual memorial to the late President.
Vhen told that a spoasoring organization would be
helpful, Mozzicato enlisted the ald of the Knights of
Columbus and other groups,

The Constitution Plaza office of the Connecticut
Bank and Trust Co, made exhibit space available so
that the cross could be shown to the public before It
was transported to Washington, Photographs of the
late President in Hartford and other nearby cities
were Included in the bank exhibit, Among the photos
were ome taken by Ellsworth during the 1960 campaign
in Hartford and another taken by Dwyer at Amherst
College shortly before the November 1963 assassination,
The cross and the exhibit's photographs will eventually
be housed at the Kenmedy Memorial Library in Boston,
